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Week 1 — Mystery Days

Wednesday 24" July Forest School This day will be focused on Forest School
nearly all day. Remember your waterproofs, sensible outdoor shoes, separate welly
boots and suncream. There will be some activities to do down at Forest School but
often the children are good at finding their own activities. As always there will be
plenty of fire lighting, cooking, den-building and fun! Bring along any ideas you might
have — a perfect time to share!

Thursday 25" July Woodwork Lots of tools to
practice on, see what you can make before you go
home — we will be using conventional carpenter’s
wood in the morning but natural wood in the
afternoon. Lots of things to make and do.

Friday 26" July Wildlife & Pond-dipping We will be

bug-hunting, pond-dipping and seeing what we can catch
around the farm.

We have
a black sharpie to name boots, bags or items of clothing so that lost items can easily be found.
